There 
have been nearly three hundred Region E members, mostly 
officers, certified since February 1st.

As noted, most of the seminars have been centrally located 
within the respective Districts.  It is fully understood that not 
all Officers could make it to those central locations.  Now, 
your District Trainers are bringing it closer to home.  Illinois, 
as an example, has one scheduled for the Rockford and 
surrounding area, then again in DeKalb.  Minnesota has al-
ready had three presentations which also included North 
Dakota.  So as you can see your District Trainers are work-
ing very hard to get all of current Officers certified. 
             A great thing has occurred with the OCP, we are 
seeing non-officers in attendance as well.  Members with 
those inquiring minds who just want to be well informed or 
perhaps they have some thoughts about taking their turn at 
being Officers.  Just a side thought here, since Gwen and I 
have been Directors at each volunteer level ( Chapter, Dis-
trict and Region) I can tell you that the most fun, the most 
rewarding position was at the Chapter level.  What better 
way to volunteer than be the organizer of fun for your clos-
est friends – pretty cool. 
             As we push forward into our riding season here in 
the Midwest, your District Trainers are still hard at work.  
They know that Leadership Training is continuous.  Not only 
for the OCP but all offerings from within the LTD package.  
As an example, one of the most sought after seminars has 
been the Horizons Program.  The Horizon Program is a fast 
track overview of the core LTD curriculum with “hands on” 
training of practical applications, and an excellent class for 
potential CDs and staff. Horizon is also a great class for the 
general membership to learn more about teamwork, self-
awareness, interpersonal communication, and building bet-
ter chapters. Members learn about how to have FUN in 
GWRRA in a challenging day and a half course filled with 
lots of surprises. It is typically conducted during the winter/
early spring months and not during riding season. It is an 
interactive program – the more everyone participates, the 
more everyone learns!  There are nearly 50 LTD Instructors 
in Region E – there is a source and resource near you, give 
them a call. 
             Another interesting thing, I think, has occurred 
since the OCP introduction.  Members / Officers are looking 
at the way things have been done in the past and applying it 
to the way things should be done.
